Peter Bici is a New York City icon, he grew up skateboarding in Queens and became professional

for brands such as Television, Think and Zoo York, he was part of the Original Supreme team and

accidentaly began a modeling career after getting hired for a campaign next to Kate Moss. Pete

and his group of friends were subject to Larry Clarks seminal film KIDS..The list goes on and on,

and the cultural impact is still strong. We sat down to have a chat with a true Original.

Yo Pete, did you have breakfast yet?

- Yeah, I dropped my children off at school,
walked the dog,
working out..when they start going to school you

cleaned up, just finishing

wake up early you know.

Yeah I know, I got one too.
— What's up man? how's it going with the shoes?

Well, It's going, we just sent our first shipment
to Japan.
- Okay.

It's fucking hard, but fun of course..that's the
status right now I guess.
— Well good luck man.

I read somewhere that you began skating around
1987, is that correct?

— I think I REALLY started skating in 87’ , but
I think I started skating in 86°.

When you got your first board?

- No I think I found it in the garbage, someone
threw it out..thinking back, maybe one of the
kids fell and they (the parents) threw it out
or something like that (laughs). So I had this
old Nash one and I didn't know anything about
skating or how to skate, I just figured how to
get on it. It was one of those cheap ones..but
I didn't have any friends (that skated) so I
Jjust stopped and then like a year after that I
saw my friend skateboarding in the street and
that's how I got into skateboarding.

And you got hooked on skateboarding?
- Yeah instantly.

Did you have a lot of friends that quit skating
the late 80s?

— Almost all of my friends from Queens New York
they stopped skateboarding. Except for two or
three of them.

I think everyone that started at around that
time has got a similar story. I got my first deck
in 87’ as well, it's been a long time.

— Yeah I was thinking the other day, over 30
years!..I still skateboard.

You live in New York.

- Yeah, I live in downtown Manhattan, I work

in downtown Manhattan, I skate to the firehouse,
it's about 2km away, not far you know.

Have you always lived in New York?
— I was staying in Australia for a bit, I like

Australia.

Oh!?.I did that as well,
years.
- Yeah I love

for four and a half

it,
I made good friends out there,

I was in Sydney in Bondi,
all the 0G
skateboarders from Sydney and Melbourne..I loved
it out there, and I was in San Francisco with
Keith Hufnagel,
was there for a while and stayed with them.
Then I was in LA for a bit with Keenan Milton

Chris Keefe, Ben Liversedge..I

and Gino Iannucci you know, I used to live in

Brooklyn with Jeff Pang.

What's your favorite country you ever went to?
— Favorite country?.eh, I really like Australia,
I like the beaches, I couldn't believe how many
beaches there are, people are cool and mellow..
it's great.

It's different from living in the city.
— Totally..

I talked to our mutual friend Marcus (Hellman)
and I was like “you know Pete right?” he said
“yeah I know him”..how did you guys meet?



— He used to live in New York in the 90s, I know
him from skateboarding. I think we had a mutual
friend, I think we met up at Supreme, that's
where we all used to hang out.

I think there's a global bond for us who
persevered through the 90s, do you feel the
same way? when you travel to other countries
and meet the old heads that are still around.
- Oh yeah, no for sure!, because you
automatically relate to them, because you have
something in common, but not even in common you
KNOW skateboarding, you know how it works, you
know what it takes to do a trick - what it takes
to fall and get back up, you automatically
relate to them. When I was traveling when I
was younger, I was going to Europe, I met up
with friends from Paris, I called up the local
skateboard shop and I went over there and I met
this guy Samir, we became really good friends
and I didn't know him, I just went to the skate
shop and he took me around skateboarding. I'm
still friends with him to this day, he actually
runs the Supreme Paris store now — you see how
everything works out?

Do you think it still works the same way?

- I think so, it's just more people, sometimes
people say “what's up” to me when I'm
skateboarding in the street - sometimes they
don’t, but I'm okay with it now, I don't want
to be that old weird guy saying hi to that
young guy (laughs).

I remember seeing you at our local skate park
in Stockholm. I think it was with Fred Gall.

— Yeah the indoor skatepark, wow.you were
there?

Yeah that's our local skatepark, we went there
like everyday.

— That's so cool bro, I went there for modeling.
I went and shot a diesel campaign.

Oh yeah, their headquarters was down by the
docks. There was a famous rave down there it was
called docklands.

— I can't believe you were at that skatepark!

Who did you look up to style-wise growing up?

- Style-wise..ah..Christian Hosoi, Harry
Jumonji, a New York skateboarder who was
sponsored by Hosoi, Natas Kaupas..they just
made skateboarding look so much better..cooler

you know. They looked so fluid, like they were

dancing on a skateboard, especially Hosoi, he
was advanced in style.

You mentioned you came to Stockholm for
modeling..I just saw someone post a picture of
you in that Calvin Klein campaign, with yourself
and Kate Moss.

- I was skateboarding in front of Supreme one
day, Jeff Pang was there, some girl was talking
to Jeff Pang, Jeff called me over and she asked
me if I wanted to try out for Calvin Klein
jeans, and I said sure, I skated there and
took a photo and ended up getting the campaign,
shooting with Kate Moss. I didn't know modeling
but I knew Kate Moss, back then she was big.
Before Supreme opened they put Supreme stickers
all over her posters ‘cause she was big back
then so that's why I knew of her, and then I
end up doing a campaign with her, that's how I
started modeling - I didn't try, it just came
to me, and when I did that my girlfriend at
the time, her friend knew someone who had a
modeling agency and I just walked in and that's
how it started.

I thought you only made that one campaign, but
you started modeling as well from then onwards?
- Yeah, ‘cause I was making money!, I was
traveling, I was skateboarding. In the
beginning it was fun.

Then what happened?

— I wasn't into it anymore, it wasn't creative
for me, I had too much energy..for me, that was
just kind of boring. I just kept on moving
through 1life and stopped doing that..Now I
started doing that again ‘cause I guess the 90s
are cool! (laughs)

I saw the Rag & Bone t-shirt, how did that come
about?

— They were doing a campaign on New Yorkers and
my name came up, they reached out to me, they
were very nice and we negotiated.

So they weren't like friends of yours before
that?

— Yeah a friend of mine works for them - Pep
Kim, he's a photographer / skateboarder, he's
from Korea, he came to the states like 5 or 6
years ago. I helped him get some jobs and he
ended up giving me that job.

That's the way it works I guess?
— Yeah of course that's the way it works, it
should always be like that.

So anyways..I’m glad you like the shoes!

- Yeah man thanks bro, I like em’ a lot, I wear
my black ones all the time, I'm out here in New
York wearing the shoes man I'm out here!

That's sick man I love it!
— Represent y'all..support!

Thank you so much.
— No problem

We're trying - like everyone else you know,
we're just trying.
- Good, keep pushing!

You've been working as a firefighter now since..
forever right? how long?
— Almost 15 years!

And you're still involved in skateboard culture.
— Supreme just did a sweatshirt with my image
on it, I’m still involved with Supreme.

Oh yeah, I forgot to ask you - how's the KIDS
documentary going?

- It's going really well actually, I'm going
to LA next week to shoot some more interviews,
we're moving forward finally, the director is
a skateboarder from Australia, Eddie Martin,
did you ever see that documentary “All this
Mayhem”?.

Yeah I saw it, I really liked it!

— Well, the guy who directed that is directing
the KIDS documentary, and he's an 0G
skateboarder from Australia.

I think a lot of people are looking forward to
see that!..It’s been good talking to you, take
care Pete!

— All right, good luck with everything man, say
hello to the missus, kiss your daughter for me
and have a good day, Ciao!

How do you go about choosing your motifs and is
there anything reoccurring that signifies your
style of art?

- My work usually always involves a figure or
human element - I've always enjoyed drawing
people engaging simple, every day activities.
Bright colours, strong lines, bold forms.

The more abstracted motifs have arrived over
a period of time, just through making lots
of drawings. My process involves a lot of
redrawing and simplifying, and the shapes and
forms that eventually make it into my work
are usually the result of this process. For
example, I might start by drawing something
like a fern quite realistically, and as it gets
re-drawn the form gets refined to something a
little more simplified and moves further away
from the 'real'

image. It all arrives fairly

organically - over time the forms have all
contributed to a family of shapes, and these

are the recurring elements in my work.

Some of your work seem to revolve around the
difference between the adult and the juvenile
world. Is that a fair assumption and if that
is the case; what kind of commentary would you
like to make with that?

- To me, in my work there is no line between
This
like to see things - I like to be playful,
be positive, use bright colours, make drawings
that are fun for me to make, satisfying in their

adult and juvenile. is just the way I

simplicity of form. For me there is endless
inspiration and excitement for everyday things.
I like to make games out of simply 'looking'
- seeing shapes in nature, matching forms
to metaphor, letting my eyes bounce around

beautiful and unexpected colour combinations.

Why are these joyful things reserved only for
children? Adults are so serious and so easily
lose their sense of play. I feel lucky to be
able to access mine through drawing.

Here’s a question I ask myself a lot; When do
you find your work meaningful and valuable?, and
does it just feel trivial at times?

— My work feels meaningful when I hear that it
makes somebody feel good, happy or positive.
Painting a mural in community and hearing that
it's brought more joy to someone's driving route
or morning commute. The idea that something I
drew can make somebody's day brighter is a great
privilege. I also feel good when I can use my
illustration skills to bring light to social
issues or help to communicate an important
message. Of course it feels trivial sometimes,
but it's also brought a lot of meaning to my
life that is difficult to describe - it's always
been an underlying driver and way to process my
life, and I'm very grateful for that.

Tell us a bit about your submission to
“Manifesto”

— At the time of writing these words, I've been
taking a little time out in the hinterland just
outside of Melbourne. The days have been cold
and crisp with bright blue skies —- perfect for
exploring the many walking tracks and forests
up here. Watching the 1light filter through
deep greens, eucalyptus and very old ferns,
the sounds of lyrebirds, a crackling fire and
the 'peep peep' of the old steam train that
runs tourists through the region everyday. Deep
The drawing is a little,
portrait and a look at the headspace I'm in
right now.

You have collaborated with both Comme des
Gargons SHIRT and FACETASM over the years. What
is your relation to Japan?

— I love Japan and I’ve always been a huge
fan of Japanese brands and their aesthetics.
I remember how I felt the similarities with
Sweden when visiting Japan the first time in
2005. Even though it’s so far away from Sweden
I really felt at home which was a strange
feeling since I’ve always suffered from extreme
home sickness. During the years I’ve been in
Japan several times and I still feel that it’s
a country and culture that I would love to
explore further.

You describe your brand as a “passion project”.
Have you ever had ambitions of growing the
business in scale or is there a reason why you
want to keep things small?

— I believe in a slow growth for my business. So far
my main strategy has been to create a foundation
from where it can grow without compromising and
lose track off my original values.
